NOMINATIONS FOR THE AWARD OF THE SOCIETY’S MEDALS 
THE MEDALS

Nominations for the FSBI Medal should be accompanied by a statement outlining the importance of the nominee’s research (one side A4), a full CV with a list of publications, including those accepted for publication. Other information submitted will not be considered.

Nominations for the Beverton Medal should be accompanied by a summary of the nominee's contribution to fish biology and/or fisheries science (one side A4), and a full CV with a list of publications, including those accepted for publication. Other information submitted will not be considered.
Nominations for the Le Cren medal should be accompanied by a summary of the nominee's contribution to fish biology and/or fisheries science (one side A4), and a full CV with a list of publications, including those accepted for publication. Other information submitted will not be considered.
NOMINATIONS

Nominations for medals may be made by members of the Society at any time but no later than 11th February of the year in which the medal is to be awarded. 
An unsuccessful nomination may be resubmitted for the following year, the age of the FSBI candidate being taken as that at the time of the original nomination. After two years, a nomination will be deemed to have lapsed and will require re-nomination for further consideration.

SUBMISSION OF NOMINATIONS

A Nomination Form with the additional required documentation should be submitted to the Honorary Secretary by the closing date. Further information may be obtained in confidence from the Honorary Secretary. 

PRESENTATION OF THE MEDALS

The Beverton and Le Cren medals will be presented to the successful nominees at the Society’s Annual International Symposium held in July each year. The FSBI medal will be presented to the successful nominee at a time and place mutually agreed between the Society and the recipient.
